1994. aastal toimusid arheoloogilised vilitood Eestis 130 kohas. Soltu-
valt t66 eesmérgist voib need liigitada uurimisteemadega seotud arheoloo-
gilisteks kaevamisteks (joon. A) ja avariikaevamisteks (joon. B), kus
kaitse all olev maa-ala vabastati uusehituseks. Jarelevalvetood (joon. C)
olid enamikul juhtudel seotud vee-, kanalisatsiooni-, soojus- voi muude
trasside paigaldamiseks vajalike kaevetoddega arheoloogilise muistise
kaitsetsoonis. Vilitoode oluline koostisosa olid ka maastikuinspektsioonid
uute arheoloogiliste muististe viljaselgitamiseks (joon. D).

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A. UURIMISTEEMADEGA SEOTUD ARHEOLOOGILISED
KAEVAMISED

Uurimisteemadega seotud arheoloogilisi kaevamisi tehti viiel muistisel.
Hiiumaal Kopu Ristipollu (kaardil nr. /, Reigi khk., kaevamiste juhataja
A. Kriiska) I kiviaja asulakoha uuringuteks saadi toetust Eesti Teaduste
Akadeemialt ja Eesti Teadusfondilt. Leiti seitse maasse siivendatud tule-
aset. Asulakihist kogutud leiumaterjal koosneb valdavalt kvartsi-, tulekivi-
ja liivakivikildudest ning iiksikutest viikeesemetest. Savinoukillud esinda-
vad varaneoliitilist nn. narva tiiiipi keraamikat. “C dateerimistulemuste
jargi parineb Kopu kiviaja asula (koige toendolisemalt hiilgekiittide kevad-
talvine peatuspaik) IV aastatuhande teisest veerandist e. Kr.

Tougu (2, Haljala khk., V. Lang) kivikalme kaevamisi finantseeris
Euroopa Liidu Teaduskomisjon Euroopa Noukogu teadusprogrammi PACT
(loodusteaduslikud meetodid arheoloogias) alusel. Jatkati eelmisel aastal
osaliselt avatud kalme uurimist. Ulemistes kihtides véljapuhastatud eel-
rooma rauaaja 1opul rajatud tarandkalme miiiirid olid esialgsel kujul
sdilinud toendoliselt kuni viikingiajani. Selle all avastati histi siilinud
kivikirstkalme nooremast pronksiajast. Paekivist laotud kirst sisaldas
poletusmatuse ja vdikese kvartseseme. Molema kalme all olevat maapinda
oli puhastatud tulega. Keila (3, Keila khk., M. Mandel) kindlustatud
moisahoone kaevamisi finantseeris Harjumaa muuseum. Uurimine jétkus
4 meetri siigavuse raudkividest salvedega kaevu ning hoonest viljapoole
jddva paekividest laotud ahjupohja viljapuhastamisega. Lihula (4, Lihula
khk., M. Mandel) piiskopilinnuse kaevamisi ning miiiiride restaureerimist
toetasid Eesti Ajaloomuuseum ja Riigi Muinsuskaitseamet. Proosa (5,
Joeldhtme khk., K. Deemant) asulakoha uuringute jatkamist finantseeris
Tallinna Linnamuuseum. Keskaegset asulat dateeriva leiumaterjali hulgas
vadrivad eraldi nimetamist 14. sajandi teisest poolest kuni 15. sajandini
vermitud iiks Tartu ja kaks Tallinna penni.

B. ARHEOLOOGILISED AVARIIKAEVAMISED

Arheoloogilisi avariikaevamisi osaliselt 16hutud kalmel Ilmandus (6,
Keila khk., IP. Ligii ja V. Lang) finantseeris ehituskrundi omanik P. Mi¢-

kewicius. Siinne kalme oli kasutusel vdhemalt kolmel eri ajajdrgul. Hilise-
mad olid iilemistes kihtides véljapuhastatud laiba- ja poletusmatused noo-
remast rooma rauaajast. Ajaliselt jargnesid laibamatused primitiivsetes
tarandites ja kirstudes eelrooma rauaaja esimesest poolest. Neist vanimaks
tuleb pidada seni veel dateerimata panusteta pdletusmatust kalmealuses
kihis. Lehmjas (7, Keila khk., M. Mandel) tellis ja finantseeris kaevamisi
seoses keldri ehitusega muinasasula kaitsetsoonis Mardi talu peremees
L. Mddamiirk. Kaevataval alal oli kultuurkiht suures osas hdvinud. Fik-
seeriti vaid looduslikku pinnasesse siivendatud lohud. Leidudest saadi
rauast karjasekeppndel ja noorema rauaaja keraamikat.

Arheoloogilistest avariikaevamistest olid to6mahukaimad kaevamised
linnades. Tallinnas Vollaméel (8, A. Lavi) keskaegsel hukkamis- ja kal-
mistukohal toimunud uurimistoid tegi aktsiaselts «Agu-EMS», finantseeris
Hansapank. Paekividest laotud kolmnurkse pohiplaaniga osaliselt séilinud
vollaaluse alt ja lahiimbrusest leiti arvukalt hukatute luustikke. Samas
fikseeriti ka hilisem Tonismée eeslinna kultuurkiht. Maakri t. 25 krundi
vabastamiseks tellis kaevamised Stockmanni kaubamaja aktsiaseltsilt
«Tael» (9, K. Jaanits, V. Seveljov ja V. Sokolovski). T66d toimusid kolmes
kaevandis. Esimeses uuriti 16. sajandil tekkinud Kivisilla eeslinna kivi-
hoonestust ning kividest laotud vee dravoolukanaleid. Lisaks nimetatule
holmas kaevand Jaani seegi kalmistu kaguosa. Puhastati vilja viis
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16. sajandist parinevat matust. Neist kaks oli sdngitatud vaheste panus-
tega. Teises kaevandis puhastati vdlja muldtammi alune puitparv. Kolmas
kaevand holmas osa 15. sajandil Héirjapea ojale ehitatud piissirohuveskist.
Korduvalt mahapolenud veski oli uuesti {iles ehitatud ja piisinud samal
kohal vahemalt 18. sajandini. AS «Agu-EMS» poolt tehtud avariikaevamis-
tel Viru t. 10 krundil (10, P. Talvar) puhastati vélja kahe kinnistu piiriks
olnud eriaegsed vitsaiad. Neist vanem dateeriti 13. sajandi teise ja kol-
mandasse veerandisse. Osa leitud savinoukildudest dateeriti 12.—13. sa-
jandisse. Viru t. 27 krundile ehitatava hoone alal (/7, S. Udam) korraldas
eeluuringud ja kaevamised AS «S. Udam». Kaevandis fikseeriti 4,5—5,5m
siigavune kultuurkiht, mille varasemad ladestused périnesid 11.—14.
sajandist.

Tartus 10petati 1993. aastal alustatud Tartu Linnavalitsuse tellitud
mahukad kaevamised uue postimaja ehitusplatsil Kiiiini ja Vanemuise
tdnava nurgal (/2, M. Aun). Ligi 3 m paksune kultuurkiht sisaldas ehitus-
jadnuseid eri perioodidest. Markimisvadrseks tuleb pidada niiskes pinna-
ses hasti sdilinud arvukaid puit-, toht- ja nahkesemete leide. Tartu Linna-
muuseumi uurimisgrupp AEG (73, P. Piirits) lopetas Tartu Linnavalitsuse
tellimusel tehtud uurimistéod Riiiitli ja Kiiiitrit. nurgal Karu platsil. Kul-
tuurkihis olid sdilinud 13.—14. sajandi puithoonete konstruktsioonid, seal-
hulgas majapohi ahjujdanustega. Jaani kiriku restaureerimistoid jatkas
AS «Stinger» (/4, K. Lange ja K. Kalling) arheoloogiliste uuringutega
kiriku pohjakiiljel. Leiti keskaegseid, enamikus ristiusu kombe kohaselt
sdangitatud luustikke. Ulikooli t. 8 krundil tellis arheoloogilised kaevamised
Tartu Linnavalitsus (15, R. Metsallik, P. Piirits ja U. Tiirmaa). Varakesk-
aegse kultuurkihiga tdidetud vagumuse alal puhastati vilja keskaegsete
tellishoonete miiiirifragmendid. Barclay de Tolly platsi lounakiiljel Valli-
kraavi t. 2 krundil toimunud kaevamistel (/6, R. Vissak) fikseeriti muinas-
aja 1opu kultuurkiht. Aadressil Jaani t. 7 nn. Uppsala maja juures toimu-
nud uurimisté6d (/7, R. Vissak) olid seotud maja vundamendi kindlusta-
misega ja korvalhoone ehitusega. Korvalhoone ehitusplatsil puhastati
vilja hiipokaustahju jdanused.

Viljandis jdtkusid avariikaevamised Viljandi muuseumi krundile raja-
tava juurdeehituse alal (/8, A. Kodar). Koguti lisamaterjali keskaegse
Viljandi kivihoonestuse ja varasema, 13. sajandi teise poole kuni 14.sa-
jandi kultuurkihi kohta.

Piarnus tegi viiksemaid avariikaevamisi AS «S. Udam» Hospidali 6
krundil (19, S. Udam). Fikseeriti mitmekihiline palksillutis.

C. ARHEOLOOGILISED JARELEVALVETOOD

Arheoloogilised jdrelevalvetodd toimusid Tallinna, Tartu, Pdarnu, Haap-
salu ja Rakvere vanalinna kaitsetsoonis.

Tallinnas tegid téid Tallinna Kultuurimélestiste Inspektsioon ja AS
«Agu-EMS» tellijate finantseerimisel. S. Udami juhendusel toimusid t66d
jargmistel kinnistutel ja tdnavatel: Uus 1 (20), Uus 27 (21), Roosi-
krantsi 11 (22), Kohtu 8 (23), Miindi 3/Pikk 12 (24). P. Talvari ja G. Toosi
jarelevalvel fikseeriti kultuurkiht aadressidel Miiiirivahe 15 (25), Vene
12 (26), Viru 24 (27), Vanaturu 5/7 (28), Ravi 18 (29), Toompeal Kiriku-
plats/Kohtu 6 (30).

Tartus tehti jarelevalvetéid Tartu Ulikooli peahoone vundamendi kind-
lustamisel (37, T. Aus) ning Aianduse ja Mesinduse Seltsi krundil Soola
tdnaval (32, R. Metsallik).

Rakveres Teatriméel (33, P. Talvar) fikseeriti varakeskaegne asustus-
kiht ning tehti kindlaks mdel paikneva keskaegse kalmistu piirid.

Pirnus toimusid jérelevalvetood seoses kanalisatsiooni- ja veetrassi
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“paigaldamisega Riiiitli, Kuninga, Vee ja Munga tdnavale (34, A. Vunk)
ning Hansapanga ehituskrundil Keskvéljaku ja Vee t. nurgal (35, A. Vunk).

Haapsalus tehti jarelevalvetoid A. Pdarna juhendusel jargmistel kinnis-
tutel: Ehte 2/4 (36), Kooli 5 (37), Karja 23 (38), Jaani 2 (39), Krahvi
aias (40) ja Piiskopilinnuses (47).

Saaremaal tehtud jdrelevalvetood olid seotud restaureerimistéédega
Poide kirikus (42, Poide khk., T. Sepp) ja Kaarma kiriku pastoraadihoones
(43, Kaarma khk., T. Sepp). Pastoraadihoone keldrite puhastamisel rusu-
dest avastati hoone keskaegne péritolu.

Lehmjas, Kurnas, Vaskjalas ja Aruvallas (65—68,
Jiiri khk., A. Lavi ja O. Raudmets) leiti vdikeselohulisi kultuskive ja kolm
asulakohta. Hiiumaal Koépu poolsaarel (69, Reigi khk., L. Lougas, H. Moora
ja A. Kriiska) ja Virumaal Hoovi-Riigikiilas (70, Vaivara khk., A. Kriiska)
leiti uusi kiviaja asulaid. Parnus (77, A. Vunk) tépsustati Surfidega Uus-
joe eeslinna kultuurkihi ulatust. Loode-Saaremaal Tuiu {imbruses (72,
Mustjala khk., J. Peets) leiti mitmeid uusi rauasulatuskohti. Kokku kaks-
teist uut rauaaja asulakohta leiti Rdsnas, Neanurmes, Torenurmes, Pauast-
veres, Annikveres, Lustiveres, Kalnadis, Alastveres, Pajusis, Pudruarus,
Rostlas ja Vitsjarves (73—84, Poltsamaa khk., A. Lavi ja O. Raudmets).
Neist Neanurme, Torenurme, Pauastvere ja Rostla asulakohas leiti veel
kolm viikeselohulist kultuskivi, kaks kalmet ja kaks hiiepdrna. Imaveres

A. Lavi ja O. Raudmets) kaks asulakohta. Saaremaal Salme kiilas nn.
Katkutaguses metsas (87, Ansekiila khk., T. Sepp) ja Liimanda kiila Pii-
hatu metsas (88, Kihelkonna khk., T. Sepp) leiti kivikonstruktsioonidega
kalmevéljad.

Louna- ja Ida-Eestis, valdavas osas ajaloolisel Tartumaal, tegi maas-
tikuinspektsioone Tartu Ulikooli arheoloogiakabinet.* Koost6és arheoloo-
giakabinetiga votsid muististe otsimisest osa Helsingi Ulikooli arheoloo-
giaiiliopilane Andres Tvauri, Eesti Pollumajandusiilikooli iiliopilane Ahto
Raudoja, arheoloogiahuvilised Margo Raédk ja Ali Kikkas ning Pdlva maa-
konna muinsuskaitseinspektor Viktor Lohmus.

RESULTS OF ARCHAEOLOGICAL FIELD WORK OF 1994

In 1994, archaeological field work in Estonia was carried out in
130 places. Depending on the purpose of the investigation they can be
divided into research excavations (Fig. A) and rescue excavations (Fig. B).
In the latter case a protected area was investigated to enable construction
work. Supervision work (Fig. C) was mostly connected with the installa-
tion of underground water and sewage pipes and TV and telephone
cables in the protection zones of archaeological monuments. Archaeological
survey trips (Fig. D) aimed at finding new archaeological monuments also
formed an important part of the field work.

A. ARCHAEOLOGICAL EXCAVATIONS CONNECTED
WITH RESEARCH TOPICS

Research excavations were carried out on five monuments. On Hiiu-
maa, Stone Age settlement site I at Képu Ristipdllu (No. / on the map,
Reigi Parish, investigated by A. Kriiska) was studied. It was most likely
a seasonal habitation site of seal hunters. Financial support for the in-
vestigations was obtained from the Estonian Academy of Sciences and
the Estonian Science Foundation. Seven hearths were found. The find
material collected from the site consists mostly of quartz, flint, and sand-
stone debris and single small artefacts. The pottery belongs to the Early
Neolithic, the so-called Narva type. The radiocarbon analyses date the
Kopu Stone Age site to the second quarter of the 4th millennium BC.

The excavations of a stone grave at Tougu (2, Kadrina Parish, V. Lang)
were financed by the Commission of the European Communities on the
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basis of the PACT programme (Scientific Methods in Archaeology). The
investigation of the grave started last year. The walls of the tarand-grave
that were disinterred in the upper layers had been founded at the end of
the Pre-Roman Iron Age and presumably maintained their original shape
up to the Viking Age. Below them, a well-preserved stone cist grave from
the Late Bronze Age was discovered. The limestone cist contained a
cremated burial and a small quartz artefact. The ground under both
graves had been cleared by fire.

The investigations of a fortified manor-house at Keila (3, Keila Parish,
M. Mandel) were financed by Harju Museum. During the excavations the
well (4 metres deep and curbed with granite stones) and the limestone
bottom of a stove outside the building were cleared.

The excavation and restoration works of a bishop’s castle at Lihula (4,
Lihula Parish, M. Mandel) were financed by the History "Museum of
Estonia and the Central Board of Antiquities of Estonia. The investigations
of Proosa settlement site (5, Joeldhtme Parish, K. Deemant) were funded
by Tallinn Town Museum. Among the material dating the medieval
settlement, mention should be made of one Tartu and two Tallinn pennies
struck from the second half of the 14th to the 15th century.

B. ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESCUE EXCAVATIONS

Archaeological rescue excavations on a partly destroyed burial place at
Ilmandu (6, Keila Parish,!P. Ligi_l and V. Lang) were financed by the

owner of the site, P. Mi¢kewicius. This grave had been used during at
least three different periods. The inhumation and cremation burials from
the Late Roman Iron Age unearthed in the upper layers were the latest.
These were chronologically preceded by the inhumation burials in primitive
tarands and cists dating from the first half of the Pre-Roman Iron Age.
The oldest was the still undated cremation burial without grave goods in
the layer under the stone grave. At Lehmja (7, Keila Parish, M. Mandel)
excavations were arranged and financed by the farmer L. Mddamiirk in
connection with the building of a cellar in the protection zone of a pre-
historic settlement site. On the investigated area the cultural layer had
been mostly destroyed. Only a few pits deepened into the original soil
could be distinguished. A crozier-shaped pin and potsherds from the Late
Iron Age were found.

The rescue excavations in towns were more extensive. At Vollamie
(Gallows’ Hill) in Tallinn (8, A. Lavi) the investigations on a medieval
execution and burial site were carried out by AS Agu EMS, financed by
Hansapank. Under and around a triangular limestone base of gallows
a great number of skeletons of the executed were found. On the same site
the cultural layer of the later Tonisméde suburb was discovered. The
excavations on the ground of 25 Maakri Street were arranged by the
Stockmann Stores and carried out by AS Tael (9, K. Jaanits, V. Seveljov,
and V. Sokolovski). The work was carried out in three excavations. The
first enabled to investigate stone buildings of the Kivisilla suburb that
had sprung up in the 16th century, and also stone-paved drainage canals.
Besides these, the excavation covered the SE part of the St. John’s alms-
house cemetery. Five burials from the 16th century were disinterred. Two
of them had been buried with a few grave goods. In the second excavation
a timber raft lying under a dike was unearthed. The third excavation
covered a part of a gunpowder mill built on the Hirjapea Stream in the
15th century. The mill had repeatedly burned, it had been erected anew
and existed on the same site at least to the 18th century. AS Agu-EMS
also carried out excavations on the ground of 10 Viru Street (10, P. Tal-
var) where the remains of whickered fences from different periods that had
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marked the border of two immovables, were unearthed. The older of them
dated to the 2nd and 3rd quarters of the 13th century. On the construction
site at 272 Viru Street (//, S. Udam) preliminary investigations and
excavations were carried out by AS S. Udam. In the excavation a 4.5—
5.5-m-thick cultural layer was discovered, with the oldest strata dating
back to the 11th—14th centuries.

In Tartu the extensive excavations on the building site of the new post
office at the corner of Kiilini and Vanemuise streets (/2, M. Aun), which
had been arranged in 1993 by the Tartu municipal government, were
completed. The nearly 3-m-thick cultural layer contained building remains
from different periods. Remarkable are the numerous finds of timber, birch
bark, and leather artefacts that had preserved well in the damp soil. The
research group AEG completed the investigations on Karu Square at the
corner of Riiiitli and Kiiiitri streets ordered by the municipal government
(13, P. Piirits). The timber constructions of the 13th—14th century houses
had survived, among them a base of a house with the remains of a stove.
AS Stinger continued the restoration work of St. John’s Church (74,
K. Lange and K. Kalling) with archaeological investigations at the
northern side of the church. Medieval skeletons were found, mostly buried
according to Christian customs. The archaeological excavations on the
ground of 8 Ulikooli Street (75, R. Metsallik, P. Piirits, U. Tiirmaa) were
ordered by the Tartu municipal government. In the furrow filled with an
early medieval cultural layer, wall fragments of medieval brick buildings
were unearthed. During the excavations on the southern side of Barclay
de Tolly Square, at 2 Vallikraavi (/6, R. Vissak), the cultural layer from
the end of the prehistoric period was discovered. The investigations at
7 Jaani Street, the so-called Uppsala house (/7, R. Vissak), were con-
nected with the reinforcement of the basement of the house and erection
of an outbuilding. On the construction site of the outbuilding the remains
of a hypocaust stove were disinterred.

In Viljandi the rescue excavations were continued on the site of the
annexe to the Viljandi Museum (78, A. Kodar). Additional data were
obtained on medieval stone buildings of Viljandi and on an earlier cultural
layer dating from the second half of the 13th to the 14th century.

In Pdrnu small-scale rescue excavations were carried out by AS
S. Udam on the ground of 6 Hospidali Street (79, S. Udam). A multi-
layered log pavement was discovered.

C. ARCHAEOLOGICAL SUPERVISION WORK

Supervision work was carried out in the protection zones of the old
parts of Tallinn, Tartu, Pdrnu, Haapsalu, and Rakvere. In Tallinn, the
supervision was conducted by the Department for the Protection of Cultural
Heritage, at the expense of the customers. Under the supervision of
S. Udam, the work was carried out at the following sites and streets:
1 Uus (20), 27 Uus (21), 11 Roosikrantsi (22), 8 Kohtu (23), 3 Miindi/
12 Pikk (24). Under the surveillance of P. Talvar and G. Toos the cultural
layer was investigated at the addresses 15 Miiiirivahe (25), 12 Vene (26),
24 Viru (27), 5/7 Vanaturu (28), 18 Ravi (29), and at Toompea Kiriku-
plats/ 6 Kohtu (30).

In Tartu the supervision work was carried out at the reinforcement of
the basement of the main building of the University of Tartu (31, T. Aus)
and on the ground of the Gardening and Apicultural Society in Soola
Street (32, R. Metsallik).

In Rakvere an early medieval habitation layer was fixed and the
borders of the medieval cemetery were determined on Teatrimégi (Theatre
Hill) (33, P. Talvar).
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In Pédrnu the supervision work was connected with the construction
of the sewage and water systems in Riiiitli, Kuninga, Vee, and Munga
streets (34, A. Vunk) and on the construction site of Hansapank at the
corner of Central Square and Vee Street (35, A. Vunk).

In Haapsalu the supervision work was conducted on the grounds at
2/4 Ehte (36), 5 Kooli (37), 23 Karja (38), 2 Jaani (39), Krahvi aed
(Count’s Garden) (40), and the bishop’s castle (4/) by A. Parn.

The supervision work carried out in Saaremaa was connected with the
restoration of the church of Péide (42, Péide Parish, T. Sepp) and the
parsonage at Kaarma (43, Kaarma Parish, T. Sepp). When the cellars of
the parsonage were cleared of the wreckage, the medieval origin of the
building was discovered.

D. ARCHAEOLOGICAL SURVEY TRIPS

Archaeological survey trips aimed at finding out ancient fields were
arranged in the following localities in Harjumaa: around Ilmandu and
Muraste (44, 45, Keila Parish, V. Lang, P. Ligi, and A. Kiristaja); Hirvli,
Kolga, Kursi, Loo, Muuksi, Sigula, Soorinna, and Uuri (46—53, Kuusalu
Parish, V. Lang, P. Ligi, and U. Tamla); Nabala and Someru (54, 55, Jiiri
Parish, V. Lang); Jalase and Kabala (56, 57, Rapla Parish, A. Kraut,
V. Lang, and U. Tamla); Ohukotsu (88, Nissi Parish, V. Lang and
U. Tamla). In Lddnemaa survey trips were made to Lihula (59, Lihula
Parish, M. Mandel), in Virumaa to Kutsala (60, Viru-Nigula Parish,
V. Lang, T. and U. Tamla), Tougu, Vatku, and Vohma (6/—63, Kadrina
Parish, V. Lang); and in Saaremaa to the surroundings of Kiidema (64,
Mustjala Parish, V. Lang and P. Ligi). At Lehmja, Kurna, Vaskjala, and
Aruvalla (656—68, Jiiri Parish, A. Lavi and O. Raudmets), cup-marked
stones and settlement sites were found. On the Kopu Peninsula, Hiiumaa
(69, Reigi Parish, L. Lougas, H. Moora, and A. Kriiska), and at Hoovi-
Riigikiila, Virumaa (70, Vaivara Parish, A. Kriiska), new Stone Age
settlements were discovered. In Parnu (7, A. Vunk) the range of the
cultural layer of the Uusjoe suburb was specified. In NW Saaremaa,
around Tuiu Palisoo (72, Mustjala Parish, J. Peets) several new iron-
smelting sites were found. Twelve new Iron Age settlement sites were
found at Rasna, Neanurme, Torenurme, Pauastvere, Annikvere, Lustivere,
Kalnadi, Alastvere, Pajusi, Pudruaru, Rostla, and Vitsjarve (73—84,
Poltsamaa Parish, A. Lavi and O. Raudmets). At the settlement sites of
Neanurme, Torenurme, Pauastvere, and Rostla three cup-marked stones,
two graves, and two holy lindens were found. At Imavere a cup-marked
stone and at Loopre two settlement sites were discovered (85, 86, Pilist-
vere Parish, A. Lavi and O. Raudmets). In Saaremaa, in the so-called
Katkutaguse forest of the village of Salme (87, Ansekiila Parish, T. Sepp)
and in the Piihatu forest of the village of Liimanda (88, Kihelkonna
Parish) burial fields with stone constructions were discovered.

In southern and eastern Estonia, mostly in Tartumaa, survey trips
were arranged by the Archaeological Cabinet of the University of Tartu.
Besides archaeologists from the University of Tartu, also an archaeology
student from Helsinki University Andres Tvauri, a student from the
Agricultural University of Estonia Ahto Raudoja, amateur archaeologists
Margo Rddk and Ali Kikkas, and a landscape inspector from Po6lva
Viktor Lohmus participated in these trips. All together 64 new monuments
were discovered, 28 of these are settlement sites, 12 village cemeteries,
9 stone crosses, 6 barrows, 3 sacrificial stones, 3 tombstones with crosses,
2 stone graves, and 1 is a chapel site. Settlement layers were discovered
at Joune (89, Kursi Parish, A. Vindi and A. Tvauri), Torve (91, Kursi
Parish, A. Vindi and M. Rdak), Pangodi and Uhti (92, 94, Kambja Parish,
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A. Vindi), Néo (95, Noo Parish, A. Vindi and A. Tvauri), Unipiha (96,
NGo Parish, A. Vindi), Aovere and Aravuste (97, 98, Tartu-Maarja Parish,
A. Vindi), Pajukurmu and Séasekorva (99 and 100, Tartu-Maarja Parish,
A. Vindi and A. Raudoja), Puhja, Saarekiila, Vihavu (102—104, Puhja
Parish, A. Vindi and A. Tvauri), Tdnassilma (105, Puhja Parish, A. Vindi
and M. Riik), Joepera (two sites), Parapalu (106, 107, Ripina Parish,
A. Vindi, M. Raik, and A. Raudoja), Agali, Leego, Ahunapalu (108—110,
Vonnu Parish, A. Vindi, M. Rddk, and A. Raudoja), Koke (/7/1, Vonnu
Parish, A. Raudoja), Miekiila (//2, Vonnu Parish, A. Vindi), Péidla (116,
Otepad Parish, A. Vindi and M. Raak), Rihni (718, Tarvastu Parish,
A. Vindi and M. Raak), Virska (124, Lobotka Municipality, A. Kikkas),
Viike-Rosna (125, A. Kikkas and H. Valk), Vémmorsk and Vasla (129, 130,
Petseri Municipality, H. Valk). Village cemeteries were found at Joune
(89, three cemeteries), Séésekorva (100), Korvekiila (101, Tartu-Maarja
Parish, A. Vindi), Agali (108), Rimu (/17, two cemeteries, Halliste Parish,
H. Valk), Noorits-Metskiila and Eoste (120, 121, Polva Parish, H. Valk),
Koorvere (122, Polva Parish, A. Vindi), and -Virska (124). Sacrificial
stones were found at Laeva (90, Kursi Parish, A. Vindi), Kiidjdrve and
Valgesoo (113, 114, Vonnu Parish, A. Vindi and A. Raudoja). Stone
crosses were discovered at Adiste (123, Polva Parish, A. Kikkas), Virska
(124, three crosses), Vaike-Rosna (125, three crosses), Matsuri (127,
Lobotka Municipality, A. Kikkas), and Podmetsa (/28, Lobotka
Municipality, H. Valk). Stone graves were discovered at Piihikiila (93,
Kambja Parish, A. Vindi) and Unipiha (96). Four barrows were found at
Koolma (719, Pdlva Parish, V. Lohmus) and two at Kremessova (126,
Lobotka Municipality, A. Kikkas). A chapel site was found at Kavastu
(115, Tartu-Maarja Parish, H. Valk).
