ARHEOLOOGILISED KAEVAMISED TARTUS VANEMUISE TANAVAL
Mare AUN

1994. aastal lopetati avariikaevamised Tartu uue postimaja ehitusplat-
sil. Vundamendisiivendi kagu- ning kirdeosas kaevati ldbi kokku ligikaudu
350 m2. Kultuurkihi paksus oli uuritud alal keskmiselt 3 meetrit. Hilised,
17.—20. sajandi ladestused moodustasid sellest ca 2 m ning varasemad,
kesk- ja muinasaegsed ca 1 m (tahv. XIII, 1).

Hilisema perioodi ehitusjdanustest vdarivad markimist pdrast Pohja-
soda ehitatud ning 1755. voi 1763. aasta tulekahjus hdvinud iihe suurema
hoone ja teise vidiksema ehitise ilma sideaineta laotud (arvatava suve-
koogi) jadnused (tahv. XIII, 2). Kaevandi kaguservas puhastati vilja
26 m pikkune veejuhtesiisteem, mis koosneb kahest kaevust ja méannitiivest
oonestatud veetorust (tahv. XIV, 1). Sellest varasem oli lauaga kaetud
poolpalgist renn kaevandi kirdeosas. Renn oli kogu ulatuses kaetud kase-
tohuga. Samasse ehitusperioodi kuulusid veel moned piisttarade jddnused
(tahv. XV, 1).

Leidudena saadi kultuurkihi hilisemast osast enamasti kedrakeraamika
kilde, moned ehted (pronksist hoburaudsdlg, pitsatsormus, helmeid jms.).
Raudesemetest oli arvukamalt naaste, naelu, nuge ja nende katkeid.

Keskaegne kiht oli paremini séilinud kaevandi kirde- ja keskosas. Ehi-
tusjadnuseid oli siin védhe: piisttara, kaks kaevu, neist iiks salvkaev (tahv.
X1V, 2) ja poolpalgist renn. Keskaega kuulusid ka kolm majapidamislohku
rohke puidu, tohu ja nahatiikkidega.

Leidudest saadi piistja kaela- ning jarsult véljapoole péoratud serva-
osaga kedrakeraamika kilde (joon.), samuti reini keraamikat. Usna arvu-
kalt oli raudesemeid ja nende katkeid (noad, naastud, naelad, kiiiinlajalad
jm. (tahv. XVI, 3; XVII, 2)), oli ka iiks hobemiint. Varasemast rohkem
leiti puundude katkeid, nende hulgas ka iiks terve puundu (tahv. XVI, 6).
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Keskaegse kihiga voiks siduda veel omapédrase leiu kaevandi keskosast
(tahv. XV, 2), mida tinglikult voiks pidada mingiks maagiliseks margiks.

10—15 cm paksune muinasaegne kiht oli sédilinud kaevandi keskosas.
Ehitusjdanuseid siit ei leitud. Leidudena saadi vaid 12.—13. sajandi kedra-
keraamika kilde. Osa neist oli ilustatud joonornamendiga.

ARCHAEOLOGICAL EXCAVATIONS IN VANEMUISE STREET
IN TARTU

The archaeological rescue excavations on the site of the new post office
of Tartu were completed in 1994. Nearly 350 m? was excavated in the SE
and NE part of the foundation pit. The average thickness of the cultural
layer in the investigated area was 3 m. Of this 2 m was made up of the
17th—20th-century deposits while earlier deposits of the Middle Ages and
the prehistoric period covered about 1 m (Plate XIII, 1).

Of the building remains of the latest period we should mention those
of one rather big building erected after the Great Northern War and
destroyed in the fire of 1755 or 1763 and another smaller one (probably
a summer kitchen) (Plate XIII, 2). On the SE border of the pit 26 m of
an aqueduct was unearthed, consisting of two wells and a water pipe
gouged of a pine trunk (Plate XIV, 1). The trough of a half-beam covered
with a plank in the NE part of the excavation was somewhat older. The
trough was covered with birch bark. Some oi the remains of stockades
(Plate XV, 1) belonged to the same construction period.

In the upper part of the cultural layer the finds consisted mostly of
fragments of wheel pottery and some ornaments (a penannular brooch of
bronze, a seal ring, beads, etc.). Of iron artefacts plaques, nails, knives,
and their fragments were most numerous.

The medieval layer was best preserved in the NE and central parts of
the excavation. Building remains were few here: a stockade, two wells
(one of them a curbed well, Plate XIV, 2), and a trough of half-beam.
Three household pits with abundant fragments of timber, birch bark, and
leather also belonged to the Middle Ages. Fragments of wheel pottery with
an upright neck and a rim turned sharply outwards (Fig.) as well as
stoneware were among the finds here. Iron artefacts (knives, plaques,
nails, candlesticks, etc.) and their fragments (Plates XVI, 3; XVII, 2)
were rather numerous. Also a silver coin was found. Fragments of wooden
vessels were more numerous than before, among them even a whole vessel
was found (Plate XVI, 6). A peculiar find of a supposedly magic sign .
(Plate XV, 2) from the central part of the excavation could also belong
to the medieval layer.

A prehistoric layer with a thickness of 10—15 ¢cm was preserved in the
central part of the excavation. It contained no building remains. The only
finds were sherds of wheel pottery of the 12th--13th centuries, some of
them decorated with line ornament.
